MEMORANDUM OF INSTRUCTION

SUBJECT:  Actions to be Taken in Suicide Related Incidents

1.  Steps to be taken in the event a soldier is identified as a suicide risk:

    a.  Do not leave the soldier alone.

    b.  Notify the soldier’s chain of command and request chain of command presence with soldier.

    c.  Notify the Community Mental Health Service (287-5131) or the Emergency Room at Darnell Army Hospital (288-8113) and ensure soldier is escorted to appropriate medical professionals.

    d.  Arrange for chaplain support through the unit chaplain or through the Fort Hood Chaplain on Call (287-CHAP).

    e.  Follow up on the soldier’s status until the crisis is over (as determined by appropriate medical professionals).

2.  Steps to be taken in the event a soldier attempts suicide:

    a.  Do not leave the soldier alone.

    b.  Immediately request the appropriate level of medical support.  If the medical situation is serious, call 911 and request an ambulance.  Otherwise, contact the Emergency Room at Darnell Army Hospital (288-5131).

    c.  Notify the soldier’s chain of command and request chain of command presence with soldier.

    d.  Notify the COSCOM Commander.

    e. Arrange for chaplain support through the unit chaplain or through the Fort Hood Chaplain on Call (287-CHAP).

    f.  Complete a Serious Incident Report IAW the COSOCM Command Policy Memorandum Number 23, dated 27 March 2001.

    g. Follow up on the soldier’s status until the crisis is over (as determined by appropriate medical professionals).
