DIABETIC EMERGENCIES



15 Jan 04 (0900-1100)

Discusses disease etiology, signs and symptoms, and anatomy of the endocrine system as it relates to Diabetes.  Upon completion a certificate of training will be issued for use as Continuing Education for the EMT-Intermediate.

RESPIRATORY EMEGENCIES



15 Jan 04 (1300-1500)

The course reviews the Respiratory System, Adequate vs. Inadequate Breathing, Medication indications/contraindications, methods of providing Artificial Ventilation, adhering to and including the content of the 1994 National Standard EMT-Basic Refresher Training Curriculum. Upon completion a certificate of training will be issued for use as Continuing Education for the EMT.

AIRWAY MANAGEMENT (BASIC)

ALLERGIES & ANAPHYLAXIS

CNS INJURIES

PATIENT PACKAGING

This course reinforces the importance of patient stabilization prior to transport, regardless of outside conditions. This course will discuss packaging patients utilizing such equipment as rucksack frames, clothing, and ropes.  Upon completion a certificate of training will be issued for use as continuing education for the EMT

10 Feb 04 (1300-1500)

This course provides instruction on performing correct assessment related to a patients' mechanism of injury, level of consciousness, and appropriate pre-hospital care related to physical findings. Upon completion a certificate of training will be issued for use as Continuing Education for the EMT.

BIOLOGICAL WARFARE




12 Feb 04 (0900-1100)

This class will conduct an overview of biological warfare. We will discuss ways to prevent and survive the spread of disease causing organisms and biological agents. Upon completion a certificate of training will be issued for use as Continuing Education for the EMT.

NERVE AGENTS

TRAUMA IN THE ELDERLY

This course will discuss the aging process and how these changes affect traumatic incidents on these special patients. Also discussed where the phenomena of suicide in the elderly patient. Upon completion a certificate of training will be issued for use as Continuing Education for the EMT.

MEDICAL ETHICS





17 Feb 04 (1300-1500)

Discusses the challenges faced by the EMT while working in a fast paced and stressful environment.  Strong questions will be asked and you may be surprised at your own answers.  Upon completion a certificate of training will be issued for use as Continuing Education for the EMT.

HIV / AIDS






19 Feb 04 (0900-1100)

This class is to update Healthcare professional’s knowledge of the care provided to patients with HIV/AIDS and issues surrounding their care.  This course will meet NREMT and Nursing CE requirements for certification and /or licensure.

Medical Assessment

AMBULANCE OPERATIONS

ADVANCED AIRWAY MANAGEMENT

Upon completion a certificate of training will be issued for use as Continuing Education for the EMT-Intermediate.
