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STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURES

SUBJECT:  Intravenous Infusion

PURPOSE:  To identify the procedures for hanging and infusing intravenous infusions.

SCOPE:  All assigned nursing and medical personnel.

REFERENCE:  FM 8-10-25, Employment of Forward Surgical Teams, November 1996

PROCEDURE:

I. Either Normal Saline (NS) or Lactated Ringers (LR) will be infused. Rate will be at TKO or rate order by medical or anesthesia provider.

II. If patient has the potential to require boluses to maintain blood pressure &/or Urine output, NS will be used.

III. Narcotics may be administered for analgesia to the post-anesthesia patient.  Respiratory rate/ Blood Pressure will be monitored and recorded as per SOP.

IV. Ensure adequate fluid resuscitation:

1. Blood replacement for the patient in profound hypovolemic shock can be done with un-cross matched Type O positive blood.  (O negative blood to type negative females if available).

2. Crystalloid replacement with either NS or LR is usually done with 3cc of crystalloid for each 1cc of estimated blood loss.

3. Persistent hypotension or urine output less than 30cc per hour will be reported to the Team Leader and the CRNA/MD for potential use of a colloid.

4. Monitor the patient's response to fluid resuscitation

a. Pulse

b. Blood pressure

c. Urine output

d. Level of consciousness

e. Capillary refill

f. Pulse oximetry
