UNIT COMMANDERS LOD CHECKLIST
In accordance with A-R 600-8- 1 (dated 18 Sep 86), paragraph 40-3) J&B, and Tables 40-1 and 40-2:

The unit Commander is responsible for completing Section H of DA Form 2173,

Statement of Medical Examination and Duty Status, (blocks 19 thru 35) to show the duty status of the individual at the time of the incident.

It is imperative that the line of duty investigation (LODI) be completed and returned to this office without delay.

In conducting the investigation, the Unit Commander should do the following:

a.  Interview the soldier and advise the individual of his/her right that he/she does not have to make a statement as to how the injury was incurred, and that he/she understands that right.  The statement should be recorded on DA Form 2823, Sworn Statement.

b.  Determine if the injury/disease was/was not due to willful negligence or misconduct, and/or did the injury occur under strange or doubtful circumstances.  Was

there any drums and/or alcohol involved?  Appendix F should be used as guideline to 

assist in determining, whether misconduct or negligence was involved.

c. If the individual was involved in a vehicle accident, it is the Unit Commanders’

responsibility to obtain the Police/MP Report and attach it to the DA Form 2173.

d.  Based on the information and evidence obtained, the Unit Commander will review and determine whether or not a formal line of duty is required.  If a formal LODI is required, IAW 40-4f, the Unit Commander needs not enter details; however, will annotate the reason why a formal is required.

e.  Return all documents to the COSCOM G1 (PSD) for further/final action.
