SUBJECT:  Fort Hood Flight Safety and Standardization Committee (FFHSSC) Minutes for 1st Quarter FY 09
1.  Colonel Thompson opened the meeting on 2 December 2008 at 1340.
2.  OLD BUSINESS:
a.  ISSUE:  UAS Integration and Operations
    DISCUSSION:  
 1)  The draft FH 95-23 should be out for staffing soon.
 2)  COL Thompson emphasized the need for UAS personnel to attend the FHFSSC

meeting and that the issue would remain open pending publication of FH 95-23.
     STATUS:  Open.

b.  ISSUE:  Proposed changes to FH 95-1


     DISCUSSION:  



1)The committee was shown the Simmons AAF Pilot Tools web page. It is an example of a possible alternative to using AKO to disseminate aviation information and provide links to other aviation web pages.  The committee agreed that this was the direction we should be going. There was some discussion as to who would oversee the web site DAO, or 21 CAV.  The chairman directed that research be done between DAO, 21 Cav and DOIM in order to develop a proposed web page 


2)  The final draft of FH 95-1 should be out for staffing soon in the mean time units should have their standards officers review the new AR 95-1 for changes that may impact the new FH 95-1.  The new FH 95-1 will be staffed before publication.

    STATUS:  Open.
3.  NEW BUSINESS:

a.  ISSUE: The issue of AH64 CCA/diving fire training on the reservation being interrupted by aircraft flying the CARS.  

     DISCUSSION: The committee discussed regulating/publishing procedures for where AH-64’s practice CCA/diving fire.  At present the aircraft have been coordinating through the land group frequency.  The main concern is that we become too restrictive and therefore limit training.  The Chairman directed 21 Cav and 1CD develop a recommendation for briefing at the next meeting.

    STATUS:  Open.


b.  ISSUE: Inst Approaches at Gray Army Airfield by LifeStar Helicopter.

     DISCUSSION: There was no problem with Lifestar helicopter conduction instrument approaches at RGAAF as long as they  don’t touch down.

  STATUS:  Closed.

c.  ISSUE: The hot refuel point at RGAAF is being referred to by multiple terms (i.e. Charlie Refuel, Lane One) and the procedures for fluid movement of aircraft in and out of the hot refuel point are left to the discretion of the pilot and or the tower/ground control at time of the request for fuel.
     

DISCUSSION: There is no procedure published for multiple aircraft waiting for hot refuel at RGAAF.  RGAAF Operations advised that they are in the process of re-marking the taxiways and refuel lanes  and will publish a new schematic for the pilots.  The chairman directed that RGAAF Operations and 1CD develop procedures and brief at the next meeting.  1CD also requested that aircraft not based at RGAAF avoid the peak refuel hours.

   STATUS:  Open.
4.  OPEN FORUM:  

a.  The IASO, Mr. Tomblin, requested invitations to the Brigade safety council meetings.  His attendance at the meetings would provide additional continuity between organizations.

b.  The RGAAF manager, Tracy Crawford, reiterated the use of the pilots phone number on flight plans and that  there have been numerous error on the dd175’s being filed. The chairman directed the units to police their own.
5.  COL Thompson’s Closing Comments:

a.  Directed the Installation Standards Officer to find out who he needs to contact in order to invite the UAS personnel to the FHFSSC meeting.
b.  Reiterated that issues be resolved before FHFSSC meetings when possible and that the parties involved be prepared to brief the issue and resolution at the next FHFSSC meeting.
c.  FH 95-1 nd FH 95-23 are important regulations.  We need to get the draft regulations completed and out for staffing as soon as possible.  21 Cav will assist the DAO as necessary to make it happen.

6.  The meeting was adjourned at 1400.  The next meeting will be scheduled at least 30 days prior to the convening date (exact date will be disseminated) in Bldg. 729 on HAAF.
