MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD

SUBJECT:  Fort Hood Flight Safety and Standardization Committee (FFHSSC) / Garrison Airfield Operations Board (AOB) Minutes for 2nd Quarter FY 09
1.  LTC Burslie opened the meeting on 19 February 2009 at 1330.  He requested an introduction from all the members and welcomed everyone to the meeting.
2.  OLD BUSINESS:

a.  ISSUE:  UAS Integration and Operations

             DISCUSSION:   The final draft of FH 95-23 goes to Corps G-3 on 20 February for final staffing. The UAS information from FH 95-1 has been incorporated into this draft.  Corps has 45 days for staffing and DOIM will require 2-3 weeks for production of the new regulation.  Expect distribution of final product in approximately 90 days.
     STATUS:  Open.

b.  ISSUE:  Proposed changes to FH 95-1

    DISCUSSION: The final draft of FH 95-1 goes to Corps G-3 also on 20 February for final

staffing.  Corps has 45 days for final staffing and DOIM will require 2-3 weeks for production of the new regulation.  Expect distribution of final product in approximately 90 days.


    STATUS:  Open.

c.  ISSUE: The hot refuel point at RGAAF is being referred to by multiple terms (i.e. Charlie Refuel, Lane One) and the procedures for fluid movement of aircraft in and out of the hot refuel point are left to the discretion of the pilot and or the tower/ground control at time of the request for fuel.
     
    DISCUSSION: Refuel lanes and holding positions have been marked and NOTAM posted to describe procedures which have been incorporated into the FH 95-1.  Flow has been smooth since implementation.  NOTAM will be canceled upon publication of FH 95-1.


    STATUS:  Closed

d.  ISSUE: The issue of AH64 CCA/Diving fire training on the reservation being interrupted by aircraft flying the CARS.  
     
     DISCUSSION: Coordination between 1st CD and 21st Cav has not been completed.  It was mentioned that 4ID and 3 ACR input should be solicited upon their return.

     STATUS:  Open.

3.  NEW BUSINESS:

 DISCUSSION:  DAO/Installation Aviation Safety remarked that an opportunity for joint
training was lost when the Marine Corps could not use Strip 12 because of disrepair.  The Air Force declared Strip 12 in disrepair after a C-130 sunk into the strip.  DAO/Installation Aviation Safety wanted to know from Range Control what could be done to avoid the loss of future joint training opportunities because of the current status of Strip 12.  It was brought to the attention of the committee that perhaps, Air Force and/or other services funds might be solicited for repair of Strip 12.  
STATUS:  Range Control will research the issue and respond at the next meeting.
4.  OPEN FORUM:  


a.  Information:  Helipad 2 (Darnall Hospital) will be closed indefinitely (Construction). Helipad 1 

(III Corps) will be used instead.  A concern from G-3 Air was that confusion could arise if the Corps Helipad was used in an emergency and there were an outdoor function being conducted at Corps.  The discussion revealed that the MPs are always alerted of emergency helipad use and could easily be used to clear the 3 Corps Pad should the need arise.  The 3 Corps pad can still be used for training Medical aircraft but PPRs will be used.

        b.  Information:  The Hood mapping agency is now closed.  Anyone who wants to order maps must now set up an account with DMA.


c.  Information:  UAS night operations will soon begin from GAAF to R-6302.  Should be seamless and not disturb business as usual with regard to piloted aviation operations at Ft. Hood


d.  IMCOM Airfield Operations SOP,  requires the installation to have an Airfield Operations Board (AOB). The Fort Hood Flight Safety and Standardization Committee (FHFSSC) has a very similar membership and purpose.  In an effort to save time and resources a change to FH Reg 95-1 has been drafted and approved by the FHFSSC Chairman and DAO to combine these two meetings which will hereby be known as the Fort Hood Flight Safety and Standardization Committee (FFHSSC) / Garrison Airfield Operations Board(AOB) meetings.  


e.  The RGAAF Manager and the HAAF Operations officer briefed the Coucil/Board on the current construction on going at both airfields.
