1.  OPENING COMMENTS:  The meeting was opened at 1300 by CW5 Green who introduced Col. Lamb to the committee.  Col Lamb welcomed everyone and there was an exchange of names and positions.

2.  OLD BUSINESS:

     a.  ISSUE:  UAS Integration and Operations.

DISCUSSION:   The final document is in print and has been released.

STATUS:  Will be posted to the Pilots Tools Web as soon as possible - ISSUE CLOSED
 
     b.  ISSUE:  Proposed changes to FH 95-1.

	DISCUSSION: The final document is in print and has been released.

STATUS:  Will be posted to the Pilots Tools Web as soon as possible - ISSUE CLOSED

     c.  ISSUE: The issue of AH64 CCA/Diving fire training on the reservation being interrupted by aircraft flying the CARS.  

		DISCUSSION (History): Per the 3rd Quarter 09 meeting, CW5 Ham was appointed to put together a committee to discuss options. Other committee members present were:

A great deal of discussion occurred and the consensus was that more discussion would be necessary with more involvement from the ATC professionals.  Mr. Ham has since been deployed for a short period of time and should be back by about 1 Nov.  A couple of major points/concepts were made during this meeting:

	1.  The inner “Alpha” CARS ring could probably be eliminated with little effect on current flight operations in the restricted area.   The “Bravo” or outer CARS ring should also be looked at for more usable (Visible) checkpoints.

	2.  “Sole Use” airspace with its current definition has probably outlived its usefulness.  Airspace could, perhaps, be designated as “Scheduled Airspace” where airspace designated horizontally by training areas is actually scheduled and reserved from the surface and extend upwards to perhaps 4500’ and be activated for use exclusively by whoever scheduled that airspace.  This would be a procedure that is much like the way Sole Use airspace is currently used.  Aviators may otherwise use any “Unscheduled” airspace.

	STATUS:   OPEN - Due to a short notice deployment, CW5 Bill Ham was unavailable to follow up.  He has since returned and agreed to re-establish a working group.  Bill Ham and Robert Ulrigg have been charged with returning a proposal to the Committee for the 3rd Quarter meeting.

     d.  ISSUE:  Noise Complaints

	DISCUSSION:  Mr. Ulrigg has been dealing with two consistent noise complaints.  One is from Mrs. Boyd who lives approximately 500m east of checkpoint GATES, the northern most point of East Bravo Corps Air Route.  The other complaint is coming from a noise sensitive area in the north western most corner of training area 53.  There is an area of approximate one square kilometer that “cuts” into the training area and is private property.  It is very likely that aircraft operating in this training area may be cutting across this corner.  A map review will easily show this area.

Please pass this info on to your aviators.  We do not want these areas to become “No Fly” areas.  

	STATUS: Units, please emphasize again to all concerned – ISSUE CLOSED

3.  NEW BUSINESS:

a. ISSUE:  Western Training Area (WTA) Flight Restrictions

DISCUSSION:  Bob Ulrigg emphasized a NOTAM regarding RED Route in the WTA.
There is now a No-Fly area vicinity NV759531 below 1000’ AGL which causes aircraft to fly south of the route in that vicinity.  This will now be a permanent no fly area.

	STATUS:  Notam will remain in effect until a change can be made to FH 95-1. – ISSUE CLOSED

b.  ISSUE:  Scheduling Airspace in R-6302

DISCUSSION:  Two Notams (L0588/09 and L0590/09) were issued that resulted in unnecessary loss of training space and time.

	STATUS:  A couple of major points were made concerning this issue:  Status is to remain open for a time to evaluate these concepts.

1.  All who need to schedule airspace within R-6302 will initially submit through Range Control who will review and forward the request to Airspace Scheduling for publishing.  Users will NOT submit Notam requests directly to Gray Operations.
2. Those responsible for actually “imputing” or typing the Notams into the system will not do so unless directed by Bob Ulrigg or his second.
3. Users of reserved airspace will be required to “open” and “close” the airspace with Hood Radio who will make that information known to aircraft operating in the restricted area.  Additionally, users of reserved airspace will monitor and respond to calls on a frequency published in the Notam whenever the reserved airspace is “open”.
4. Notams will not only indicate the dates that reserved airspace will be in effect but every effort will be made to indicate the exact time frames as well.

c. ISSUE:  Approach Procedure Issues 

DISCUSSION:  There have been a number of approach procedures and approach plate charting
errors surface with the last publication of DOD FLIP.  Bob Ulrigg reviewed these errors and the resulting Notams which correct these errors.  This was done to emphasize rather than make changes.

	STATUS:  Information Only - Emphasize Notams/Corrections to users – To be corrected in the next issuance of FLIP – ISSUE CLOSED

a. ISSUE:  Trimax 30 Fire Extinguishers

DISCUSSION:  Gary Tomblin, Installation Aviation Safety Manager discussed issues with these 
fire extinguishers.  Testing has proved a majority to be defective. 

	STATUS:  Information Only - Currently, efforts are ongoing to repair all of the fire extinguishers.  Enough have been repaired to safely support operations at both airfields given the current number of aircraft and all repairs should be complete before more aircraft are scheduled to return. – ISSUE CLOSED.

a. ISSUE:  Warm Refuel Procedures – AH-64

DISCUSSION:  The 4th CAB requested guidance regarding “warm refuel” procedures from 
Al Koch, the Hood Army Airfield Manager.  Guidance was further solicited from DES and FORSCOM Aviation.  As a result, Mr Koch wrote a policy letter for the airfield regarding warm fuel operations which will be published in the HAAF SOP.  Jerry Lynn, III Corps Safety requested that all units address warm fuel procedures in their Standardization/Training SOPs.  It was agreed that, since cold fuel and hot fuel procedures were required SOP items, warm fuel procedures should be addressed as well.

	STATUS:  ISSUE CLOSED
  
4.  OPEN FORUM:

a. ISSUE:  Robert Gray and Hood AAF SOP availability to units.

DISCUSSION:  It was suggested that both SOPs be made available to units through the Hood
Pilot Tools web site.  It was also suggested that a folder for policies and procedures for transient aircraft and training units temporarily assigned to Ft. Hood be made available. 

	STATUS:  OPEN - All agreed.  Links to these SOPs will be made to the Pilot Tools Site and 21st Cav will provide a folder that is also linked to the Pilots Tools Site which would provide information useful to transient aircraft and training units. – 21st CAV Standards will make these postings prior to the 3rd quarter committee meeting.

b. ISSUE:  There is a tower at the north end of corridor West Bravo which has been in place for 
a number of years but which some feel might become a hazard to flight. 

	DISCUSSION:  After some discussion, it was agreed that this issue could be addressed as part of the airspace re-alignment study to be conducted by CW5 Ham and Bob Ulrigg.

	STATUS:  OPEN pending the results of the airspace study due to this committee by the 3rd quarter 10 meeting.

c. ISSUE:  General Airfield Status – Robert Gray AAF and Hood AAF.

	DISCUSSION:  Tracy Crawford, RGAAF Manager and Al Koch, HAAF manager both updated the Council on current construction projects ongoing at their respective airfields.  Of particular interest, there should be a PAR available by the end of January at RGAAF and the east gate at HAAF should be operational by the same time frame.


	STATUS:  Information Only – ISSUES CLOSED

5.  The meeting was adjourned at approx 1430hrs.  The next meeting will be scheduled at least 30 days prior to the convening date with the exact date and location to be disseminated.
