SUBJECT:  Command Guidance Memorandum 6-9-99 Equal Opportunity (EO) Policy.

1. REFERENCE:  AR 600-20, Army Command Policy, dated 30 March 1998.

2. STAFF PROPONENCY:  DIVARTY Equal Opportunity Advisor

3. PURPOSE:  To address my policy regarding EO.

4. SCOPE:  This command guidance memorandum applies to all personnel assigned or attached to the 4th Infantry Division Artillery.

5. CONCEPT:  EO in the Army is a commitment of equality to every soldier and their family members.  The 4th Infantry Division Artillery must formulate, direct, and sustain a comprehensive effort to maximize human potential and to ensure fair treatment of all soldiers based solely on merit, fitness, capability, and potential, which support readiness.  Soldiers will not be trained, assigned, promoted, and managed on the basis of race, color, religion, gender, or national origin.  EO is a responsibility of leadership and a function of command.  This philosophy is based on fairness, justice, and equality.    

6. SPECIFICS:

a. Every commander, leader, and soldier must be sensitive to the fair, just, and equal treatment of all.  It is the duty of every member of this command to report and properly investigate any claim of unequal treatment through the chain of command.

b. All leaders and soldiers are charged with setting the example and providing an environment free of discrimination, verbal abuse, intimidation, and/or derogatory comments of a racial nature.  These acts undermine unit cohesiveness and will not be tolerated.

c. Each leader will be proactive and use communication, education, and training to ensure maximum awareness of these standards.

d. Units will place a copy of this policy letter on their EO information board.
