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[bookmark: _GoBack]1.  General Instructions.

Reporting:  Air Assault candidates will report to formation at building 19033, at 0400 on the class start date for in-processing with a completed enrollment packet. Air Assault candidates will read and comply with the information covered in Enclosure 4, FHAAS Student Reporting Instructions. 

b. Transportation:  FHAAS does not provide any type of shuttle service. Students must have a reliable mode of transportation to and from class. 

c. Packing List:

(1)  The following packing list details the required uniforms and equipment for the Air Assault course.  Unit Commanders and first line supervisors must pre-inspect their Soldiers before they report to the Air Assault course.  Students must arrive at “zero day” in the “zero day” uniform (see Enclosure 4 Section 3) and hand carry all other items on the packing list in addition to what is worn.  Soldiers who report to the Air Assault course without required uniforms and equipment can be dismissed from the course.

(2)  All items of clothing and equipment on this packing list will be clean and serviceable.  Failure to have any of the below items in clean and serviceable condition (missing fasteners, holes, etc.) will result in the Soldier being denied enrollment into the course.  Ultimately, it is the decision of the Air Assault Commander as to whether or not the equipment is deemed clean and serviceable.

(3)  All items of clothing and equipment are required to be “as worn” for all inspections (i.e. buttons buttoned, laces tied, straps secured, etc.).

(4)  This packing list prescribes the minimum number of items required for inspection.  Students should bring additional items, sets of uniforms, to last the length of the course.

 (5)  The uniform for in-processing “zero day” is the Duty Service Uniform (ACU, MULTICAM, or OCP).  Uniform will be sterile but must have a minimum of US ARMY tape and the NAME tape on them.  For sister-service the equivalent will be worn with the appropriate identification on the uniform.  Students will have black, tan or green socks, patrol cap, 1 quart canteen, ID Tags (around neck), and ID Card (left breast pocket). The following items will be worn by students at all times.

(4)  No civilian clothes of any type (during duty hours), exceptions are running shoes and undergarments.

3.  Equipment Inspection (Worn):  All items listed as worn need to be on the student at all times throughout the course.
