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1. Summer will be here soon and we need to have our summer accident prevention
programs in place before warm weather arrives. It is common knowledge that we
usually see an increase in both on and off duty outdoors activities during the summer
months. For that reason, leaders must ensure that their Soldiers are trained on proper
risk prevention measures to combat the host of potential summer hazards.

2. Because travel occurs more frequently and for longer distances during the summer
months, leaders must employ risk management and frequently brief summer safety
topics. Some of the topics leaders should cover to promote traffic safety are: driving
sober, not exceeding the posted speed limit, wearing required motorcycle safety gear,
and avoiding fatigue. Statistics have shown that wearing seat belts prevents loss of life
or serious injury in case of a traffic accident. Leaders must also stress recreational
water safety (boating and swimming). Have your leaders frequently remind Soldiers not
to swim alone, in unauthorized areas, when tired, and definitely not to mix alcohol with
water activities. Additionally, remind Soldiers that after not swimming during the winter
months, their swimming ability in the early spring may not be as good as it was last
summer. If needed, assist non-swimmers with swim classes. Other summer related
subjects to focus on are severe weather preparedness and home and family activities
(lawn care, running, bicycles, scooters, barbeques, picnicking, etc.).

3. Leaders must acclimatize soldiers to working and training in warmer temperatures to
avoid heat casualties. Teach soldiers how to identify and treat heat injury categories
IAW FH Reg 350-16. Summer safety information regarding heat injury prevention;
poisonous snakes, animals, insects, and plants; and other useful safety topics are found
on the Darnall Army Community Hospital website http:/www.hood-meddac.army.mil
(click on Soldiers, then scroll down to Safety Campaign).

4. The Fort Hood Army Substance Abuse Program (ASAP) Directorate of Morale
Welfare and Recreation, will conduct its fifth annual “Summer Sense Campaign” from
27 May through 6 September 2004.

a. The theme of the campaign is "Keep It a Safe Summer (KISS).” The goals of the
campaign are to heighten the community's awareness of the hazards of driving,
swimming, boating, etc., and to eliminate fatalities and reduce incidents and injuries
resulting from alcohol and other drug abuse. The campaign will target soldiers, family
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members, and civilians. Open House will be held at ASAP, building 2241, 58th Street
and Support Avenue, on 27 May 2004, from 1100-1400.

b. ASAP personnel will provide additional prevention education, visual displays, and
other related activities. Educational displays will be offered in various locations
throughout Fort Hood, to include the MSC's, Post Exchange and Commissary.
Additionally, the ASAP staff will be conducting mandatory drug and alcohol training IAW
AR 600-85 and FH Reg 350-1. Point of Contact at ASAP is Ms. Helen Goudreault-

resources. Demand that your leaders, particularly first line leaders, vigorously execute
their responsibilities to ensure the safety of their Soldiers during the summer months.
Being prepared for summer activities can help us all achieve an injury- and accident-

free summer for everybody.
